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CHRONOLOGY OF END TIME EVENTS 
 

 

The Second Coming of Christ 
“The Rapture” Revelation 4:1 

 
Often referred to as the “Blessed Hope”, or “catching away”, it is the 
resurrection of those who have fallen asleep in Christ and their 
translation together with those who are alive and remain unto the 
coming of the Lord.  
 

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18  But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, 
concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have 
no hope. 14For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also 
which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him. 15For this we say unto you by the 
word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord 
shall not prevent them which are asleep. 16For the Lord himself shall descend 
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of 
God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 17Then we which are alive and remain 
shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: 
and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 18Wherefore comfort one another with 
these words. 

 
Romans 8:19-25  19For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the 
manifestation of the sons of God. 20For the creature was made subject to vanity, 
not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in 
hope, 21Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of 
corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 22For we know that the 
whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 23And not 
only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we 
ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption 
of our body. 24For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for 
what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 25But if we hope for that we see 
not, then do we with patience wait for it. 
 

Titus 2:11-13  11For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared 
to all men, 12Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should 
live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world; 13Looking for that 
blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus 
Christ; 14Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and 
purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works. 

 

1 Corinthians 15:51-58  51Behold, I show you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, 
but we shall all be changed, 52In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last 
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trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and 
we shall be changed. 53For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this 
mortal must put on immortality. 54So when this corruptible shall have put on 
incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought 
to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. 55O death, 
where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 56The sting of death is sin; and 
the strength of sin is the law. 57But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory 
through our Lord Jesus Christ.58Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, 
unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know 
that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

2 Corinthians 5:10 For we must all 
appear before the judgment seat of 
Christ; that every one may receive the 
things done in his body, according to 
that he hath done, whether it be good 
or bad. 11Knowing therefore the terror 
of the Lord, we persuade men; but we 
are made manifest unto God; and I 
trust also are made manifest in your 
consciences. 
 
1 Corinthians 3:11-15 11For other 
foundation can no man lay than that is 
laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12Now if any 
man build upon this foundation gold, 
silver, precious stones, wood, hay, 
stubble; 13Every man‟s work shall be 
made manifest: for the day shall 
declare it, because it shall be revealed 
by fire; and the fire shall try every 
man‟s work of what sort it is. 14If any 
man‟s work abide which he hath built 
thereupon, he shall receive a 
reward. 15If any man‟s work shall be 
burned, he shall suffer loss: but he 
himself shall be saved; yet so as by 
fire.

Revelation 17:1-16 And there 
came one of the seven angels which 
had the seven vials, and talked with me, 
saying unto me, Come hither; I will 
show unto thee the judgment of the 
great whore that sitteth upon many 
waters: 2With whom the kings of the 
earth have committed fornication, and 
the inhabitants of the earth have been 
made drunk with the wine of her 
fornication. 3So he carried me away in 
the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw 
a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured 
beast, full of names of blasphemy, 
having seven heads and ten 
horns. 4And the woman was arrayed in 
purple and scarlet colour, and decked 
with gold and precious stones and 
pearls, having a golden cup in her hand 
full of abominations and filthiness of her 
fornication: 5And upon her 
forehead was a name written, 
MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, 
THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND 
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The Marriage Supper of the Lamb 

 
Revelation 19:1-10  And after these 
things I heard a great voice of much 
people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; 
Salvation, and glory, and honour, and 
power, unto the Lord our God: 2For true 
and righteous are his judgments: for he 
hath judged the great whore, which did 
corrupt the earth with her fornication, 
and hath avenged the blood of his 
servants at her hand. 3And again they 
said, Alleluia. And her smoke rose up 
for ever and ever. 4And the four and 
twenty elders and the four beasts fell 
down and worshipped God that sat on 
the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia. 

5And a voice came out of the 
throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye 
his servants, and ye that fear him, both 
small and great. 6And I heard as it 
were the voice of a great multitude, 
and as the voice of many waters, and 
as the voice of mighty thunderings, 
saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God 
omnipotent reigneth. 7Let us be glad 
and rejoice, and give honour to him: for 
the marriage of the Lamb is come, and 
his wife hath made herself ready. 8And 
to her was granted that she should be 
arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: 
for the fine linen is the righteousness of 
saints. 9And he saith unto me, Write, 
Blessed are they which are called unto 
the marriage supper of the Lamb. And 
he saith unto me, These are the true 
sayings of God. 

 
 

ABOMINATIONS OF THE 
EARTH. 6And I saw the woman 
drunken with the blood of the saints, 
and with the blood of the martyrs of 
Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered 
with great admiration. 

7And the angel said unto me, 
Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell 
thee the mystery of the woman, and of 
the beast that carrieth her, which hath 
the seven heads and ten horns. 8The 
beast that thou sawest was, and is not; 
and shall ascend out of the bottomless 
pit, and go into perdition: and they that 
dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose 
names were not written in the book of 
life from the foundation of the world, 
when they behold the beast that was, 
and is not, and yet is. 9And here is the 
mind which hath wisdom. The seven 
heads are seven mountains, on which 
the woman sitteth. 10And there are 
seven kings: five are fallen, and one 
is, and the other is not yet come; and 
when he cometh, he must continue a 
short space. 11And the beast that was, 
and is not, even he is the eighth, and is 
of the seven, and goeth into 
perdition. 12And the ten horns which 
thou sawest are ten kings, which have 
received no kingdom as yet; but receive 
power as kings one hour with the 
beast. 13These have one mind, and 
shall give their power and strength unto 
the beast. 

14These shall make war with the 
Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome 
them: for he is Lord of lords, and King 
of kings: and they that are with him are 
called, and chosen, and faithful. 15And 
he saith unto me, The waters which 
thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, 
are peoples, and multitudes, and 
nations, and tongues. 16And the ten 
horns which thou sawest upon the 
beast, these shall hate the whore, and 
shall make her desolate and naked, and 
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shall eat her flesh, and burn her with 
fire. 17For God hath put in their hearts to 
fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their 
kingdom unto the beast, until the words 
of God shall be fulfilled. 18And the 
woman which thou sawest is that great 
city, which reigneth over the kings of 
the earth.

Colossians 3:4 4When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also 
appear with him in glory. 
 
1 Thessalonians 3:13 And the Lord make you to increase and abound in love one 
toward another, and toward all men, even as we do toward you: 13To the end he 
may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, 
at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints. 
 
2 Thessalonians 1:7-10  7And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord 
Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels, 8In flaming fire 
taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our 
Lord Jesus Christ: 9Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the 
presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power; 10When he shall come to 
be glorified in his saints, and to be admired in all them that believe (because our 
testimony among you was believed) in that day.

Revelation 19:11-19  11And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and 
he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth 
judge and make war. 12His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were 
many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he 
himself. 13And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is 
called The Word of God. 14And the armies which were in heaven followed him 
upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean. 15And out of his mouth 
goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule 
them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and 
wrath of Almighty God. 16And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name 
written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS. 17And I saw an angel standing 
in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the 
midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the 
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great God; 18That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the 
flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and 
the flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small and great. 19And I saw the 
beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make 
war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army.

„Satan Bound a Thousand Years‟ 
„Saints Rule and Reign with Christ‟ 

 
Revelation 20:1-10 1And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the 

key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. 2And he laid hold on the 
dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a 
thousand years, 3And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a 
seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand 
years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. 4And I 
saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I 
saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the 
word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither 
had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and 
reigned with Christ a thousand years. 5But the rest of the dead lived not again 
until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection. 6Blessed and 
holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath 
no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him 
a thousand years.

7And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his 

prison, 8And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of 
the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of

The Final Battle 
 

 9And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of 
the saints about, and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of 
heaven, and devoured them 
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The Antichrist, False Prophet, and all sinners stand before God at the 
Great White Throne Judgment 

 
 
 

 10And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and 
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day 
and night for ever and ever. 

 

And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the 
earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them. 12And I 
saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: 
and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were 
judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their 
works. 13And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell 
delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man 
according to their works. 14And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This 
is the second death. 15And whosoever was not found written in the book of life 
was cast into the lake of fire.

Revelation 21:1-10 1And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first 
heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 2And I 
John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3And I heard a great voice out of 
heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with 
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be 
their God. 4And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be 
no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: 
for the former things are passed away. 5And he that sat upon the throne said, 
Behold, I make all things new.
